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The Economic Research Institute for Northeast Asia (ERINA), a
public interest incorporated foundation, was established in Niigata
in 1993 via the contributions of eleven prefectures including Niigata
Prefecture, the City of Niigata, and eight private enterprises for the
purpose of contributing to the formation and development of a
Northeast Asian Economic Zone as well as to the international and
regional societies, and transitioned to a public interest incorporated
foundation in September 2010.

Since its establishment, ERINA has conducted research on the
economic trends and external economic relations of each country in
Northeast Asia with the aim of consolidating economic development
and economic cooperation in the Northeast Asian region. We have
promoted multilateral cooperation, supported the activation of
economic exchanges in the region, disseminated economic and
business trends to the world, and expanded our activities as a “Think
and Do Tank’.

However, in accordance with the administrative and financial
reform policy of Niigata Prefecture, ERINA will be dissolved as a
public interest incorporated foundation at the end of March 2023
and be transformed into a public university corporation, with
“ERINA: Economic and Social Research Institute for Northeast
Asia” to be established in the University of Niigata Prefecture in
April 2023.

On the occasion of ERINA’s dissolution, we have decided to
compile a record of ERINA's activities over the past 30 years and
publish it here as the “Recording of ERINA Activities”. We would
like to express our gratitude and respect to all the organizations and
people who have supported and cooperated with ERINA's activities
over the years, and we hope that this record will be of assistance to
researchers and others interested in the economies of the Northeast
Asian region.
