The end of the Cold War between East and West was also felt to presage the advent of a new era in Northeast Asia.
1.7 billion people of various ethnicities live in the countries which comprise Northeast Asia, and the region is richly
endowed with the natural resources that, here in the 21st century, are essential to the world. With the spotlight of
global attention falling on this great potential, moves have been afoot to remove barriers to the interaction of
countries, and interregional exchange has also begun to take place with renewed vigor. Northeast Asia's potential
as one of the world's regional economic blocs is now recognized and a great deal of knowledge in such fields as
interregional collaboration and multilateral cooperation is being applied in the region.

In October 1993, ERINA came into being in Niigata City. Its aims were to accumulate information about the
economies of Northeast Asia, carry out research, and promote economic exchange through the joint efforts of local
areas, thus contributing to the formation and development of the Northeast Asia Economic Subregion and to
international society as a whole. Today, in collaboration with central and regional governments, research institutions,
private groups and international organizations from across Northeast Asia, ERINA continues to undertake various
initiatives, from supporting economic exchanges between private sector companies in local areas, to the Northeast
Asia International Conference for Economic Development, at which representatives of the relevant countries and
regions gather under one roof to discuss issues affecting the region.

On the Occasion of the Publication of the Fiscal 2009 ERINA
Annual Report

Fiscal year 2009 was the first year of the ERINA Medium-Term Plan (FY 2009-FY 2013).
This plan is the successor to our activities to date, and, oriented toward Northeast Asia's
New Era, is something which will establish ERINA as a hub of Northeast Asian socioeconomic
research, and raise to a new level its bridge-building role in exchange with Northeast Asian
regional society. The substantive content of activities in this initial year is as written in detail
in this report, and overall I think it possible to designate it a flying start toward the realization
of the Medium-Term Plan. Moreover it is possible to single out a number of distinctive
features within it.

First, in the area of research, we have regularly held internal research meetings, and via
actively carrying out an exchange of views among the staff of the institute, and at the same
time as striving for a common awareness of the issues regarding the information and ideas
relating to Northeast Asia and the political implications thereof, we have newly implemented
a system to aid the encouragement of publications, and we have published two books of
research edited by ERINA. In addition, obtaining the cooperation of external researchers, we
have analyzed the impact of the international financial crisis on Northeast Asia and put that
information out, and this has also been a part of the enlargement of our collaborative research
network. Second, in the area of interchange with Northeast Asia and regional society, along
with tackling a variety of business support projects, we have held the Northeast Asia
International Conference for Economic Development and other events, and have contributed
to the development of interchange among researchers, government officials and
businesspeople in Northeast Asia. Third, based on the outcomes in these areas of research
and on our experience in the area of international exchange, we held the “2010 ERINA Policy
Proposal Seminar: Policy Proposals toward Northeast Asia's New Era” in Tokyo, and
accordingly made our policy proposals.

In addition to moving forward the above activities, a difficulty we have been faced with is
the problem of finances. For ERINA, which manages a substantial proportion of its basic
fund in foreign bonds, in fiscal year 2009, with a strong yen throughout the year, there was
quite a reduction in income. Even with our efforts to expand commissioned projects, we were
unable to fully offset that reduction, and we had no other choice but to make adjustments in
the area of activities. I consider this to be our most important task, and we have to solve this
problem in order to continue to develop ERINA as a Mecca for Northeast Asian research and
international exchange, achieving our subsequent medium-term objectives.
