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Northeast Asia’s New Era: Northeast Asia at a qualitative turning
point

The end of the Cold War between East and West was felt to presage the advent of a new era in Northeast Asia.
For Northeast Asia in the 21st century new developments have come into view today, including its continuing to
undergo the effects of globalization, the Chinese and Russian economies growing rapidly, and moves also intensifying
aimed toward the development of intraregional economic cooperation and economic integration.

In particular, remarkable things are taking place in such areas as the development of energy, the rapid
development of manufacturing industry, and dynamic physical distribution and flows of people within the Northeast
Asian region. Meanwhile, environmental problems have also become a burning issue, and the effects thereof do not
stop within the region, but are a focus of the world’s attention. How to advance links and cooperation and to
continue developing the economies in a stable fashion has become a major issue of the times in the countries and
regions of Northeast Asia.

In October 1993 ERINA was established in Niigata City by the approval of the Ministry of Economy, Trade and
Industry (then the Ministry of International Trade and Industry) as an incorporated foundation, and in September
2010 changed over to a public interest incorporated foundation via the authorization of the Prime Minister of Japan.
Henceforward also, ERINA will aim at contributing to the formation and development of the Northeast Asian
Economic Subregion and to international and regional society, will advance research on Northeast Asian economies
as well as economic exchange activities in the region, and in addition will undertake intensive initiatives to construct
exchange and cooperation networks with the relevant governmental, private-sector and academic institutions in
each of the nations and regions.

On the Occasion of the Publication of the Fiscal 2010 ERINA
Annual Report

Fiscal year 2010 was the second year of the ERINA Medium-Term Plan (FY 2009-FY 2013),
and for ERINA was a year where it tackled in earnest planned tasks in a variety of areas. The
specific content of those activities is as written in detail in this report, but here I would like to
make mention of a number of overall matters.

First, the most important among such matters is that we were able to change ERINA over to
a public interest incorporated foundation. We carefully pushed ahead with the preparations and
formalities, and in September we were able to receive approval from the Prime Minister.
Consequently the project reports and financial accounts were outcomes split between two
periods: 1 April 2010 to 31 August 2010 for the old legal entity; and 1 September 2010 to 31
March 2011 for the new one. For this Annual Report, however, please permit us to put these
together in one report for the year.

Second, in the Medium-Term Plan, aiming toward Northeast Asia’s New Era, we established
ERINA as a hub of Northeast Asian socioeconomic research, and matters that sponsor
international collaborative research platforms and matters that raise to a new level the bridge-
building role in exchange between Northeast Asia and regional society have been brought up.
In 2010, in order to substantiate these matters, we undertook preparation toward the April 2011
launching of our International Collaborative Research Center, and additionally created the
“Business Information Hub Concept” and tackled the preparatory activities for its realization.

Third, as part of such international collaborative research, by way of examples, we undertook
research related to international financial cooperation for Northeast Asia and research into the
banking sectors of each country, and research into Northeast Asian climate change issues, and
published the outcomes in our journal, the ERINA Report. Moreover, the research outcomes
related to food security in Northeast Asia were published in book form based on our publication
encouragement subsidy system.

Fourth, in the area of exchange between Northeast Asia and regional society, alongside
working on a variety of business support projects, we worked on the staging of the 20th Northeast
Asia International Conference for Economic Development (NICE), and we contributed to the
development of interchange among researchers, government officials and businesspeople in
Northeast Asia. Furthermore, in order to make policy proposals based on the outcomes in these
areas of research and on our experience in the area of international exchange, we prepared the
staging in Tokyo of the “2011 ERINA Policy Proposal Seminar: Policy Proposals toward Northeast
Asia’s New Era”.

In addition to moving forward the above activities, the most serious difficulty ERINA has
been faced with is the problem of finances. For ERINA, which manages a substantial proportion
of its basic fund in foreign bonds, in fiscal year 2010, where the yen grew stronger than the
previous fiscal year, there was a large fall in income. In our efforts to expand commissioned
projects, etc., we were unable to fully offset that reduction, and to our regret we had no other
choice but to make adjustments in the area of activities. I consider this to be our most important
problem, and we have to solve this problem in order to continue to develop ERINA as a Mecca
for Northeast Asian research and international exchange, achieving our subsequent medium-
term objectives.
