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Commemorating
ERINAs Silver Jubilee

This year marks the 25th anniversary of ERINA’s
founding, back in October 1993. At that time, the
collapse of the former Soviet Union had led to the end of
the Cold War between East and West, so many former
Eastern Bloc states were in transition from socialist
to market economies. In Northeast Asia, too, Russia
and Mongolia had embarked on the radical process of
becoming market economies called “shock therapy,”
while China was advancing its own cautious transition
to a “socialist market economy” under the policy of
reform and opening up. Although the DPRK harbored
no clear ambitions of becoming a market economy,
German reunification hinted at the possibility of a
unified Korean Peninsula. As such, hopes were high that
economic exchange between the countries of Northeast
Asia would expand through international trade and
capital flows, leading to the formation of a regional
economic zone. Observers thought that combining the
natural resources of the Russian Far East and Mongolia,
the workforces of China’s three northeastern provinces
and the DPRK, and the capital and technologies of Japan
and the ROK would forge complementary relationships
between these economies, resulting in a win-win
collaboration. It was against this historical backdrop
that ERINA was established with a mission to conduct
research into the economies of the region and promote
economic exchange between Japan and its regional
neighbors, based on a grand vision for the formation
and development of a Northeast Asian economic zone.
Today, ERINA remains the only independent think-
tank within Japan or overseas focused on research into

Northeast Asia’s regional economy.

Northeast Asia has undergone a major transformation
since the 1990s. First and foremost has been the “two
lost decades” — the prolonged period of economic
stagnation that has beset Japan — along with the
decline and aging of its population and a falling fertility

rate, the accumulation of government debt, and the

impoverishment of its local economies. Second, China
has achieved remarkable economic development,
overtaking Japan in 2010 to become the world’s second-
largest economy and increasing its presence both in Asia
and across the globe with the mammoth One Belt, One
Road economic zone initiative. Third, while the ROK
achieved growth primarily in the high-tech sector after
restructuring its economy in the wake of the 1997-98
financial crisis, it now faces widening disparities and
similar demographic issues to Japan. Fourth, although
Russia and Mongolia grew rapidly on the back of rising
resource prices, this actually highlighted the instability
of their resource-dependent economies. Fifth, the
DPRK began conducting nuclear tests and developing
missiles in the latter half of the 2000s, posing a threat
to Northeast Asia’s security and peace. However, an
historic summit meeting between the US and the DPRK
in June 2018 has raised hopes of a change for the better.
Finally, US President Donald Trump this year kicked off
a trade war with China, resulting in growing uncertainty

over Northeast Asia’s trade and economic environment.

At ERINA, we intend to pursue our activities as
an international hub for Northeast Asian economic
research in even greater depth, while responding
flexibly to the changes described above, both within
the region and in the wider world. In particular, we
will conduct comprehensive economic analyses of the
whole region, strive to promote multilateral and inter-
local cooperation, and enhance our ability to effectively
disseminate information. In doing so, we will take
note of the transformations wrought on each country’s
economy and relationships of mutual dependence due
to both external and internal environmental changes
affecting Northeast Asia. At the same time, we will
develop stronger partnerships and exchanges with think-
tanks, international organizations, and universities,
both within Northeast Asia and elsewhere. Moreover, we
will further enhance the role of ERINA’s annual flagship
event, the Northeast Asia International Conference for
Economic Development (NICE), and tap into various
channels to offer policy recommendations to relevant
national and local governments and organizations,
concerning positive policy directions for the Northeast

Asian region.
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ERINAS Objectives and Activity Ideals
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1.Challenges at the Time of Establishment

Niigata Prefecture examined the establishment of a think

tank with capability as a hub for promoting the expansion

of Japan Sea rim exchange, and after establishing the

“Think Tank Establishment Exploratory Committee”

in July 1991, in February of the following year 1992,

the specific proposal of a “Japan Sea Rim Think Tank

Development Master Plan” was announced by the

committee. According to this master plan, six points were

raised as tasks for the full-fledged expansion of exchange:

i) The setting-up of an organization for the gathering of
information on the countries on the opposite shores of
the Sea of Japan;

ii) The nurturing of human resources for the shift to
market economies centered on the former Soviet
Union;

iii) Advice and financial assistance for the creation of
economic development plans in the countries on the
opposite shores of the Sea of Japan;

iv) Integrated public—private responses;

v) Strengthening of the consulting capability to promote
expansion of firms and technological exchange; and

vi) Sustaining of wide-ranging exchange with the

countries on the opposite shores of the Sea of Japan.

2. Fundamental Qualities

In addition to the conventional research capability for
this think tank as an institution continuing to promote
in practical terms the building of the foundations for
the Japan Sea rim era, so as to be able to respond swiftly
and flexibly to many needs, beginning with the countries
on the opposite shores, and aiming for an institution
which combines active and hands-on capabilities and
mobility—namely a “think-and-do” tank which nurtures
human resources—the following four capabilities were to
be provided:
i) The capability as an information center able to amass
and provide the necessary information of all kinds for

the economic exchange of the Japan Sea rim economic
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subregion;

ii) The capability as a research center able to objectively
elucidate the potential for the economic exchange of
the Japan Sea rim economic subregion;

iii) The capability as a research coordination center to
foster partnerships among the nations concerned in
the Japan Sea rim economic subregion; and

iv) The capability as an exchange center to construct
human networks in the Japan Sea rim economic

subregion.

3. The Objectives and Projects in the Articles
of Incorporation

The objectives and projects listed in the “act of
endowment” when ERINA was established in October
1993 (“articles of incorporation” with the changeover to
a public interest incorporated foundation in September

2010) are as follows:

Article 3 (Objectives)

This juridical entity, via undertaking the gathering and
provision of information pertaining to the economy of
the Japan Sea rim region (which denotes the Japan Sea
coastal and adjacent regions; the same applies hereafter),
along with promoting economic exchange between Japan
and said region and contributing to the formation and
development of the Japan Sea economic subregion, shall

have the objective of contributing to international society.

Article 4 (Projects)

This juridical entity shall undertake the following projects

in order to achieve the objectives of the preceding Article:

i) Gathering and provision of information pertaining to
the economy of the Japan Sea rim region;

ii) Surveys and research pertaining to the economy of the
Japan Sea rim region;

iii) Staging of seminars and symposia, etc., pertaining to
the economy of the Japan Sea rim region;

iv) Exchange and cooperation with related domestic and
overseas institutions, etc., pertaining to the economy
of the Japan Sea rim region; and

v) Projects necessary to achieve the objectives of the

juridical entity other than those listed above.
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4. The Medium-Term Plan
Since 2004 ERINA has set a “Medium-Term Plan” for

every five-year period and acted upon it. The setting of
targets for the third Medium-Term Plan “2014-2018”

and the basic course are as follows:

Setting of Targets

+ To heighten further the quality of a hub within
Northeast Asian research;

« To strengthen the role as a bridge between Northeast
Asia and Japanese regional society;

« To explore policy based on research closely connected
to the site, and to provide information conducive
thereto; and

+ Aim toward becoming a think-and-do tank which is
the only one of its kind in the world.

Basic Course
1.Growth toward a Northeast Asian research hub
i) Furthering strengthening of research hub functions;
ii) Promotion of multilateral cooperation; and
iii) Nurturing of research personnel and enhancement
of the knowledge base.
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2.Deepening of research and policy proposals
i) Pursuit of uniqueness and preeminence in sectoral
research and regional research; and
ii) On-the-spot-rooted research and dissemination of
the outcomes to the world.
3.Promotion of economic exchange and regional
economic rejuvenation
i) Contribution to the stability and development of
Northeast Asia via economic exchange;
ii) Promotion of intraregional coordination for
economic exchange; and
iii) Opening-up of edifying and creative projects.
4.Enhancement of the information center function
i) Facilitating of the operation of the International
Collaborative Research Center;
ii) Qualitative improvement of information provision;
and
iii)Enhancement of international conferences and
seminars.
5.Realization of an organization and operation with a
high-level of public benefit and efficiency
i) Accomplishment of precise management and
operation;
ii) Nurturing of human resources and strengthening of
collaboration within the institute; and

iii) Introduction of a proje
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25 Years of ERINA The Northeast Asia International Conference for Economic Development(NICE)
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The Multilateral Dialogue Continues:

The Northeast Asia Economic Conference and Its
Successor, the Northeast Asia International Conference
for Economic Development (NICE).

At a time when the East-West Cold War thaw presaged
the arrival of a new era for the Sea of Japan—the “Sea
of Tension”—the “Economic Research Institute for the
Japan Sea Rim” commenced activity in Niigata City
in 1985, and in September 1989 they staged the “Japan
Sea Symposium” in conjunction with the Niigata
Japan-China Friendship Association which had been
promoting technical cooperation for the development
of the Sanjiang Plain in China’s Heilongjiang Province.
China and Russia from the opposite shores of the Sea of
Japan participated in this private-sector “hand-crafted”
international conference, and Hisao Kanamori, (then)
Chairman of the Japan Center for Economic Research
(and later ERINA’s first Representative Director)
proposed: “Let’s give attention to the Japan Sea Rim
economic subregion”, and it had major repercussions.

In February 1990, three months after the fall of the
Berlin Wall, the “International Forum on the Japan
Sea Rim Region” took place under the auspices of
Niigata Prefecture and the City of Niigata. This was
the beginning of international conferences relating to
Northeast Asia that would come to a total count of 27
stagings by January 2018.

From the “Niigata International Forum on the Japan
Sea Rim Region ’94” in February 1994, ERINA was
added as a member organizer, the name was revised in
February 1996 to the “Niigata Northeast Asia Economic
Conference”, and yet again in February 2007 to the
“Northeast Asia International Conference for Economic
Development” and called by the acronym “NICE”.

During this time, there were also two occasions where
there was a co-staging of the “Northeast Asia Economic
Forum” international conference promoting Northeast
Asian economic cooperation (1995 and 2004). In
addition, the DPRK Committee for the Promotion of
External Economic Cooperation participated at the
1996-1998 conferences with those in charge of the
DPRK Rajin and Sonbong Free Trade Zone (currently
the Rason Economic and Trade Zone) (in 1997 they took
part by video).

From the January 2000 conference, in order to raise
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the capability for research and policy proposals as an
international conference, the “Northeast Asia Economic
Conference Organizing Committee” was set up.
Representatives from various nations took part in the
organizing committee including (at that time) Long
Yongtu, Deputy Minister, Ministry of Foreign Trade
and Economic Cooperation of the People's Republic of
China, Victor Ishaev, Governor of Khabarovsk Krai,
Kim Ip-Sam, Senior Adviser of the Federation of korean
Industries, and S. Batbold, Deputy Minister of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Mongolia, and it led to the
creation of a structure for cooperation among countries.
In addition, under the organizing committee, the
“transportation and distribution session” was started,
and in 2002 a proposal was made for the “Northeast Asia
Transportation Corridors Vision”.

As Northeast Asian economic development progressed
at relatively high speed, international cooperation has
been required in a variety of areas to this day. At NICE
in recent years, along with focusing on the structural
reform and economic development of each nation,
and in addition to topics being raised as in the past
of transportation and distribution, energy and the
environment and free trade, it covered wide-ranging
topics from diverse perspectives both within and outside
Northeast Asia, including development finance, the
movement of people such as tourists and the labor force,
and new information and communications technology
(ICT).

At the 27th international conference, the total of
persons who have made addresses and reports surpassed
1,000. It can be said that these very connections between
people are one of ERINA’s greatest assets.
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25 Years of ERINA  The Northeast Asia Transportation Corridors
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Crossing Borders between Countries:

The proposal of the Northeast Asia transportation corridors
vision, and toward land-sea multimodal transportation.

China’s Northeast and Russia’s Far East have great potential
for economic development, but economic development is
still lagging, and in addition to also being weak regions in
terms of living standards, as transportation infrastructure
has not been sufficiently put in place, they are regions where
the movement of resources and labor are restricted.

At ERINA, after its initial establishment, Northeast Asian
distribution issues became an important topic of activity,
such as the “Zarubino Port Feasibility Study Survey” and
the “Survey for the Activation of the Siberian Land Bridge
(SLB)”.

In this train of events, the “Transportation and Distribution
Permanent Committee” (at that time the committee
chairperson was Hideo Kayahara, chairman of the Ports
and Harbours Association of Japan) as a concrete activity
of the “Northeast Asia Economic Conference Organizing
Committee” was established first, because there was the
statement that “the free and efficient movement of people
and transportation of goods are the most basic requirements
for development through Northeast Asian regional mutual
ties and cooperation” (ERINA Booklet Vol. 1 “The Northeast
Asian Transportation Corridors Vision”, 2002).

The role of sessions was: 1) to elucidate the picture for
Northeast Asian transportation corridors; 2) to list up points
for improvement and specific projects to put in place and to
rank them by priority; and 3) to clarify the transportation
corridors with outstanding outcomes in improvement and
putting in place.

Based on field surveys by ERINA and discussion at the
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Northeast Asia Economic Conference, nine Northeast

Asian transportation corridors were identified. Moreover,
raised as points of discontinuity which are obstacles to
smooth transportation where the transportation corridors
are close to international borders, were: lack of connectivity
for railways and roads; difference in rail gauge; Customs,
Immigration and Quarantine (CIQ) procedures and
checks when crossing borders; and the limit in scope for
the entry of truck traffic. In order to utilize Northeast Asia’s
transportation corridors smoothly, it is essential to resolve
such points of discontinuity, and in order to realize that,
international cooperation by the countries concerned is
required.

These transportation corridors, by way of the “Northeast
Asia Economic Conference Organizing Committee” have
been proposed to the governments of each Northeast Asian
nation, and currently the putting in place of transportation
corridors in a variety of forms and similar transportation
routes is being attempted. For example, the international
institution, the “Greater Tumen Initiative (GTI)”, in which
China, Mongolia, the ROK and Russia take part, is currently
moving forward a project to integrate transportation, linking
the countries of the Greater Tumen Region. The “Asian
Highway”, a high-speed road network in Asia which the
United Nations Economic and Social Commission for Asia
and the Pacific (UNESCAP) is promoting, overlaps with the
Northeast Asian transportation corridors. Also the “Belt
and Road” which China is promoting overlaps with the
Northeast Asian transportation corridor routes.

What should not be forgotten is not only the transportation
on the continent, but also land-sea multimodal
transportation between Japan, a departure and arrival point
for people and goods, and the continent. ERINA is pouring
effort into such domestic and overseas initiatives.
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Eyes fixed on the future of global society:

Energy dialogue and environmental cooperation.

Energy and environmental issues in Northeast Asia—
including the development of energy resources and their
utilization, the security of fuel supplies and electricity
networks, and the impact on global warming and the
utilization of renewable energy—at the same time can be
called great issues for global society in the 21st century.

ERINA places energy and environmental issues in one
important sector for cooperation between Japan and
Russia, and has been undertaking a bilateral dialogue
and discussion of multilateral cooperation. This
includes “Northeast Asian Energy Security” (a project
supported by the Japan Foundation Center for Global
Partnership) and the “Russia Inventory Creation Support
Survey” (a project commissioned by the Ministry of the
Environment, Japan).

The shipment began of oil and gas domestically in
Russia from the Sakhalin I project which was promoted
by international cooperation, including Japan and
Russia, and in 2008, on the eve of 2009 when exports of
LNG from Sakhalin IT began, the “Japan-Russia Energy
and Environment Dialogue” (jointly staged by Niigata
Prefecture, the City of Niigata, and ERINA) began. The
aim was to have Niigata become a hub for Japan-Russia
energy cooperation.

Then there was 11 March 2011. Via the Great East Japan
Earthquake and the accident at TEPCO’s Fukushima
No. 1 nuclear plant, Japan was pressed by the need to
consider a new energy policy and its energy mix. And
then Russia was also visited by a crisis. There were
economic sanctions from Western countries due to the
2014 Crimean Peninsula problem, and they overlapped
at the same time with a drop in the oil price. Russia, in

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continuation with the past, strengthened its policy of
looking to the east, and Japan deepened Japan-Russia
exchange with its eight-point “Cooperation Plan”, which
includes the energy sector.

For Northeast Asia, in contrast with its economic
development, global warming from emissions of
greenhouse gases has become a major problem. However,
in December 2015 the signatory nations to the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change
(UNFCCC) adopted the “Paris Agreement” to keep the
global temperature rise sufficiently low at 2°C by 2050,
and big changes could be discerned in the Northeast
Asian fuel and electricity situation. China has become
a renewable energy superpower and in the Russian Far
East the spread of distributed electricity from renewable
energy is being promoted. Mixed together with the
utilization of conventional energy resources, Northeast
Asian energy cooperation is entering a new era.

At ERINA, while we promote Japan-Russia energy
business, and building on the discussion of energy
security, we are undertaking initiatives toward the future
in environmental issues, including staging a side-event
relating to Northeast Asian environmental issues at the
Conference of the Parties (COP) of the United Nations

Framework Convention on Climate Change.
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Promoting regional international
economic exchange:

Provision of information and people and
business matching.

At ERINA a Business Support Division was put in place,
and earnest activity as a “Think and Do” tank began, and
that was in 1996. In the following year, 1997, we published
the first “ERINA Business News”, established the “Northeast
Asian Economic Exchange Local Liaison Group” as an arena
for the exchange of information, including with supporting
local governments, and began support activities for local
trade and investment. Also in 1997, we invited a trainee
from the DPRK Committee for the Promotion of External
Economic Cooperation, and there was groundbreaking
activity in cooperating on activities for the attraction of
investment to the Rason-Sonbong Economic Trade Zone.

Subsequently, along with making effort on economic
exchange support activities, including the dispatch of
business missions, the provision of business information,
and the training of Russian businesspersons, we staged the
“Northeast China Food Trade Show” (2000 and 2001) and
the “Northeast Asia Business Messe” (2002) as arenas for
directly coordinating business matching, as projects related
to the “Northeast Asia Economic Conference”. Business
missions were held based on subsequent economic exchange,
including the Russia-China-DPRK Distribution Route
Survey (1998), the Russia Marine Produce Processing Plant
Visit (1999), the Tohoku Economic Federation Northeast
Asia Mission (2001), the Niigata Prefecture Work Tool
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Cooperative Association Visiting Delegation (2003), and the
Niigata—China Business Model Creation Project Field Survey
Mission (2004). The Northeast Asia Business Messe was
continued in the international business zone as the “Niigata
Business Messe” (City of Niigata).

As the internationalization of the regional economy has
developed, people from overseas have increased in Japan,
such as foreign exchange students and trainees, and the
symbiosis in regional society has become a challenge. Seizing
such changes, and beginning in 2005, the “Niigata Prefecture
International Students’ Job Fair” is an employment
consultation event for foreign exchange students. In Japanese
society where the birth rate is declining and the population
is aging, more than to date international personnel will be
required, and the expectation for the international job fair is
swelling.

The lack of putting in place of transportation infrastructure
was a challenge for the Northeast Asian border regions, but
the movement of people and goods across international
borders is gradually evolving, international tourism is
flourishing, and new information and communications
technology is changing business methods. The
transportation between China and Russia which has had
points of discontinuity to date is becoming smoother, and
ERINA has also been carrying out trial transports from 2014.
In the Russian Far East the Advanced Special Economic
Zones and Free Port systems are attracting new investment,
and for China’s Belt and Road Initiative moves are seen for
the formation of a massive economic corridor straddling
Eurasia.

How can such movement of people and the current of
activation of international business continue to be made full
use of in regional international economic exchange? Within
ERINA’s Think and Do more flexible initiatives will likely be

required.
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Getting to know Northeast Asia broadly
and deeply:

Via publications and electronic media and
seminars and international conferences.

With the Research Division being active and the
Business Support Division coming into being, if
something were lacking at ERINA it would have been the
starting of work to get a larger number of people to know
of ERINA's activities and the condition of the Northeast
Asian economy. Therefore in 2002 the Planning & PR
Office was established so as to raise ERINA’s information
dissemination capability. Activities began including the
renewal of the then website, and assistance in the editing
of the “ERINA Report” (first published in February
1994) and the “ERINA Business News” (first published
in May 1997), and there was support for the running
of seminars and symposia, such as the Seminars for
Supporting Members and the Northeast Asia Economic
Conference.

For new PR activity, several information dissemination
tools were established. In addition to the “ERINA Letter”
which is a serial column begun under the sponsorship
of the Niigata Nippo newspaper in 1998 aimed at the
wider public, the following were commenced: the
“NEA Today” series, a blog to relate information on
exchange for each area on the opposite shores of the Sea
of Japan, as a new access window on the website; and an
email magazine “ERINA E-mail Magazine: Northeast
Asia Watch”. Aimed at practitioners, we published
the “ERINA Annual Report” on ERINA’s activities
from 2004, and aimed at researchers we published the

ERINA REPORT
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“ERINA Booklet” series from 2002 and the “Northeast
Asia Economic Databook” from 2005, which displays
tabulated economic trends and statistical data for each
nation of Northeast Asia, and we have continued sending
out valuable data and analysis.

We have also got underway publication projects of a
more academic nature. As a research institute we strove
to support the publication of research papers requiring
work and expense, and commenced the “ERINA
Publication Encouragement Project” in fiscal year 2009.
Furthermore, in fiscal year 2011 we published the first
in the “ERINA Northeast Asia Research Series” for
publishing a series of academic papers on Northeast
Asia, and we have published seven volumes to date.

In fiscal year 2011 the Planning & PR Office was
upgraded to the Planning & PR Division, and along
with putting effort into the further enhancement of the
planning and conducting of seminars and international
conferences, and not only PR activities, a back-up
function was added for the international research
exchange and collaborative research for ERINA as
a whole. ERINA, to date, has concluded exchange
agreements and memoranda of understanding with
39 institutions at home and abroad, and along with
introducing the collaborative researcher system in
2010 and undertaking research cooperation with
65 researchers (as of April 2018), regarding visiting
researchers we not only met requests for their dispatch,
but introduced the overseas visiting researcher system in
2014, and undertook hosting of researchers actively.

Research, economic exchange and planning and PR
are all important activities at ERINA. In April 2017
the “ERINA Report” and the “ERINA Business News”,
which had up to that point been published separately,
were brought together as the “ERINA Report (Plus)”. In
addition to academic papers, it brought together in one
volume on-the-spot reports based on the actual situation
and the viewpoints of learned individuals. Furthermore,
in the future for planning and PR it is foreseen that
there will continue to be changes in accordance with the
changes in society, such as ICT.
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Northeast Asia’s Twenty-Five Years
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The year of ERINA’s establishment, 1993, was a period
of transition in the countries of Northeast Asia, with
great changes occurring in the political and economic
realms. In Japan the bubble economy collapsed (1991), in
the ROK democratization was progressing rapidly after
the Seoul Olympics (1988), in China the Reform and
Opening after Deng Xiaoping’s “Southern Tour” (1992)
accelerated, in Russia after the collapse of the Soviet
Union, the transition to a market economy commenced
(1992), and preceding that in 1991, Mongolia set out on
the transition to a market economy. It was only in the
DPRK that tangible change did not occur, with solely
the expectation that similar changes to other socialist
countries would occur.

Figure 1 shows the change in economic growth rates
for the countries of Northeast Asia. At the beginning
of the 1990s the economic regimes and state of
development of the Northeast Asian countries differed
greatly, and because of that there was great variation
in economic growth rates in the 1990s in particular.
However, in recent years there has been a trend of those
differences lessening. During this time, as discussed later,
various economic structural reform policies were being
implemented in each country, and market economics
has spread in most countries. In addition, with the
evolution of the integration of the global economy, the
synchronism in economic trends has also heightened.
This heightening can be discerned from the negative
impacts on the nations of Northeast Asia—although
to differing degrees—of the shocks from among other
things the global economic crises following the Asian
financial crisis (1997) and the Lehman Shock (2008).
Through these circumstances, from the 2010s it can be
seen that what each of the countries has in common is
either low growth or a downward trend.

Below, after looking back at the economic trends and
reforms in each country individually, we will look at
how the interdependence in trade in Northeast Asia has
changed.

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In Japan, the asset price bubble collapsed in 1991, the period of stable
growth (1974-1991) came to an end, and the Japanese economy fell into
a period of stagnation and price deflation known as the “lost 20 years”.
The economy stagnated with asset prices, including land and stock
prices, having been on a long downturn, the corporate sector having
been unable for a long time to throw off the three excesses (capital stock,
under-utilized labor, and debt) resulting from the collapse of the bubble,
and the 1997-1998 banking crisis with the banking sector still having
potential bad loans. The economy went into minus growth and fell into
deflation.

Entering the 2000s, the KOIZUMI Junichiro Cabinet (2001-2005)
began structural reform with no sanctuary untouched, actively
proceeding with the disposal of bad loans, and the merging and
integration of major banks took place. As a result, the banking crisis
ended, and at that juncture it was supported by the favorable performance
of the global economy, and the Japanese economy entered the “Izanami
Boom” (February 2002 to March 2009). However, because the growth
rate was low, and deflation and the fall in nominal wages continued, it
was called a “false economic recovery”.

When the Lehman Shock occurred in September 2008, economic
activity rapidly contracted. While it appeared that the drop in prices
beginning in 1999 had ended in 2006-2008, there was deflation again
after the Lehman Shock, and it inflicted pain on the Japanese economy.
Meanwhile, because of the continuation of China’s high growth, Japan’s
GDP was overtaken by China’s in 2010, and Japan became No. 3 globally.
In March 2011, the accident at the Fukushima Daiichi Nuclear Power
Plant due to the Great East Japan Earthquake and tsunami had an
adverse effect on the economy.

The second Abe administration, which made its entrance at the end
of 2012, created a growth strategy aiming at a revival of the poorly
performing Japanese economy and the breaking away from deflation
under the “three arrows” of Abenomics. The three arrows are a
combination of “bold monetary easing”, “flexible fiscal policy”, and a
“growth strategy to stimulate private-sector investment”, and the growth
strategy came together from measures to encourage the structural
reform of the domestic economy. This policy at the same time also
places emphasis on economic cooperation with other nations, including
negotiations for the conclusion of all kinds of Economic Partnership
Agreements (the TPP, a Japan-EU EPA, RCEDP, etc.) and the expansion of
overseas infrastructure business.

The Japanese economy is facing serious and structural challenges of
a low potential growth rate, a declining birthrate and aging population,
and an accumulation of public debt. If they don’t secure sustained and
stable economic growth, it will be difficult to manage a sustainable level
of public debt as a percentage of GDP, and the risk of facing a national
debt crisis will rise.
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In the ROK, amid the rise of the democratization movement in the
late 1980s, Roh Tae-woo, inaugurated as president in 1988, emphasized
the creation of the foundations for joining the ranks of the “developed
nations”, and also furthered democratization in the economic sphere.
Then in 1996 under the administration of his successor President Kim
Young-sam, the ROK attained membership of the advanced nations’
club, the OECD. In 1997, however, there was also the impact of the Asian
financial crisis, and a serious monetary, financial and economic crisis
occurred.

In 1998, KIM Dae-jung, who could be called the symbol of the ROK
democratization movement, was inaugurated as president, and the first
change of administration to an opposition party was realized. The KIM
Dae-jung administration embarked on economic reforms under an IMF
program, tackling serial collapses of firms, and surging unemployment,
amongst other things, due to the economic crisis. They realized a “v-
shaped economic recovery via such matters as the restructuring of failed
banks, changes in the business, and abolishment and mergers, of the
chaebol industrial conglomerates, and reform of the labor market.

The ROK economy from the 2000s on, however, came to have the
problems of low growth and growing disparity. Low growth resulted from
structural factors such as the rapid progression of the declining birthrate
and aging population, the ending of the industrial catch-up phase, and
the catching-up of emerging economies, beginning with China. The ROH
Moo-hyun administration, which commenced in 2003, tackled issues
such as sluggish growth in incomes, the growth of disparity, the difficulty
of young people in finding employment, and soaring real estate prices.

LEE Myung-bak, who assumed the presidency in the 2008 change of
administration, set forth the improvement of the investment environment,
the promotion of FTAs, qualitative improvement of employment, and the
strengthen of measures on the declining birthrate and aging population.
In 2010 the ROK gained economic clout to the extent of being the first
nation outside Europe and North America to host the G20 summit.
The successor PARK Geun-hye administration raised “economic
democratization” and a “Creative Economy” as key policies, and strove
to further structural reform. In December 2016, however, the National
Assembly passed a motion for the impeachment of the president, and in
March 2017 the Constitutional Court of Korea ruled for her dismissal, and
those policies were not fully realized.

The MOON Jae-in administration (from 2017), established in a
changeover of two successive conservative administrations, contended
that the strategy for catching up with the advanced countries was reaching
its limit, and revealed a philosophy aiming for income-led economic
growth directing government support at investment in “people” and not
at major companies and manufacturing firms. Furthermore, making use
of the 2018 Pyeongchang Winter Olympics, it promoted a financial-easing
policy toward the improvement of North-South relations, and led to the

first ever US-DPRK summit meeting in June 2018.
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In China, at the beginning of 1992, DENG Xiaoping, who had retired
from public office, announced a “Southern Tour” to inspect China’s
southern cities, including Shenzhen and Shanghai, and emphasized the
importance of Reform and Opening. JIANG Zemin, in charge of the
government as his successor, promoted the Reform and Opening policy
while upholding the one-party rule of the Communist Party, and the line of
constructing a “socialist market economy” in the 1990s was decided upon in
October 1992. In addition to the national-level three major reforms (reform
of state-owned enterprises, financial reform, and government organizational
reform), local governments also put in place development zones as a result
of the “Southern Tour”, and strove for the attraction of overseas firms.

After entering the 2000s, investment within China and exports became
the drivers of China’s economic growth. In the “Tenth Five-Year Plan” (2001-
2005), a large number of state-level infrastructure projects were set forth, such
as high-speed railways, an expressway network, and the Three Gorges Dam.
In addition, with China acceding to the World Trade Organization (WTO) in
November 2001, the expansion of overseas firms centered on manufacturing
firms increased, and China, rushing headlong on the path to being the
“world’s factory”, became the world’s top power for trade.

Hu Jintao, who took office in 2002, changed the economic development
schema over to one based on a “Scientific Outlook on Development”, and
employing the slogans of a “moderately well-off society” and a “Harmonious
Society”, set forth a position of emphasis on people’s livelihoods, of
narrowing disparities, and of harmony with nature. For example, he aimed
at the narrowing of the disparities between the coastal and interior regions,
and developed such matters as the Great Western Development Strategy and
the Northeast China Revitalization policy. Against such a background, the
Lehman Shock occurred in September 2008 and China’s growth rate also
fell with a steep decline in exports. However, with the economy recovering
with extraordinary speed via an economic package amounting to over 4
trillion yuan, in 2010 China became the world No. 2 economic superpower
behind the United States. Only, this economic package also brought major
side effects continuing to this day, including excess investment in the
infrastructure and real estate sectors and excess plant and equipment in the
industrial sector, such as steel and cement.

XI Jinping assumed office in 2012, and in order to enhance and develop
“socialism with Chinese characteristics”, set out a variety of economic
reforms including: marketization of interest and renminbi (yuan) rates;
easing of regulations for the household registration system; reform of the
taxation system; agrarian reform; and relaxation of the one-child policy. In
addition, he has furthered actions on the “Belt and Road” concept and the
Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank (AIIB).

For the Chinese economy the growth rate has been on a declining trend
since recording high growth of 10.6% in 2010, and it has entered a “new
normal”, a medium-high growth period following the ending of the high
growth period. Under such conditions, a changeover to structural reform of

the supply-side and a consumer-led economy is seen as important.
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After the collapse of the Soviet Union at the end of 1991, Boris
YELTSIN, the first president of the newly reborn Russia, embarked on
radical economic reform (“shock therapy”) in January 1992, aiming
at a transition from a planned to a market economy. At its core were a
series of economic structural reforms, including: price liberalization;
liberalization of external economic transactions; privatization of state-
run enterprises; corporate reform; labor market reform; and financial
market reform. This “shock therapy”, however, triggered great turmoil
in the Russian economy and a long-term downturn. For example,
hyperinflation due to price liberalization greatly lowered the real value
of people’s financial assets, and those in poverty became widespread.
In addition, the outcome of the privatization policy was that many
of the stocks of state-run enterprises came to be owned by emerging
conglomerates known as “oligarchs”, who had close involvement with
political circles, and the oligopolization of major firms progressed. In
1997 the growth rate turned around and became positive, but with
the impact of the Asian financial crisis, a fiscal crisis occurred due to
excessive debt in 1998, and it once again became negative.

President YELTSIN, who suffered such economic turmoil and
the decline in Russia’s international status, announced his sudden
resignation, and designated Prime Minister Vladimir PUTIN as his
successor as president. PUTIN, who became president in 2000, pursued
political stability with a heavy hand, such as centralizing his hold over
the Duma and regional political forces, driving out the anti-government
oligarchs, and taking control of the media.

In the two-term period of the PUTIN administration of eight years
in total, the Russian economy achieved high growth with an expansion
of the export volumes of oil and natural gas, its principal exports. At
the completion of his term of office, PUTIN, while designating his close
associate Dmitry MEDVEDEYV as his successor, himself remained in
the administration as prime minister. President MEDVEDEV inherited
PUTIN’s course and furthered economic reforms, attaching overriding
importance to the “modernization” of the economy. However, there was
also the 2008 Global Financial Crisis, and the Russian economy plunged
into negative growth in 2009.

In 2012, PUTIN returned to the presidency “as per plan”. In September
that year he continued his stance of an emphasis on the Russian Far
East, including staging the APEC summit in Vladivostok. When Russia
“annexed” Crimea in March 2014, relations with Western countries
became tense, and led to the imposition of economic sanctions. In
addition, Russia, dependent economically and fiscally on exports of oil
and natural gas, fell into negative growth in 2015-2016 as a result of the
drop in the international crude oil price from the second half of 2014. In
2017 it returned to positive growth, but its economic base is unstable.
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In Mongolia, the first free elections under a multiparty system were
held in 1990, and the first democratic constitution was drawn up in
1992. In this way the democratization of politics was realized, but at
the subsequent general elections every four years, the administration
changed frequently, and there was the problem of consistency in policy.

Mongolia commenced the transition to a market economy in 1991,
and the series of economic reform policies recommended by the
International Monetary Fund (IMF) and others were similar to those
in Russia, and were a package of “neoliberal” policies characterized
by, amongst other things: price and trade liberalization; financial
liberalization; privatization; and deregulation. The series of reforms have
extremely important significance in the sense of building the foundation
for a market economy centered on the private sector. In fact, the private
sector took the center stage of economic activity up to 1995, and in 2013
expanded to support some 80% of GDP.

However, the economic transition via neoliberal “shock therapy” did
not go smoothly. The result of the liberalization of a wide range of prices
and frequent currency devaluations was that hyperinflation arose in
1992-1993, and via the dissolution of COMECON in 1990-1991 and
the withdrawal of the support of the former Soviet Union, Mongolia lost
its export markets and trade contracted. In particular, manufacturing
industry, including light industry (except for the cashmere processing
industry), declined greatly and real GDP in the period 1990-1993 shrank
by 20%. Then social problems such as unemployment, poverty and
inequality grew serious.

Subsequently, in the 2000s, in the form of a strong mining sector
taking the lead, the economy began to expand smoothly. In the
meantime, under the prime minister and president, Nambaryn
ENKHBAYAR, policies were set out including the “Comprehensive
National Development Strategy Based on the Millennium Development
Goals (MDGs)” (approved 2008). Within these, the nurturing of export-
oriented industries and private-sector-led economic growth were
emphasized, and raised as targets were the achievement of double-digit
annual economic growth by 2021 and joining the club of middle-income
countries.

However, the Mongolian economy also felt the impact of the
2008 Global Financial Crisis, and growth became negative in 2009.
Subsequently, via the recovery in international resource prices, Mongolia
temporarily accomplished a “v”-shaped recovery in 2010-2011, but
inward investment fell sharply via a restrictive inward investment
policy and formulation of legislation with resource nationalism in the
background, and via China’s economic slowdown and the impact of
low global resource prices, the economic growth rate once again fell in
2015-2016. Taking into account such harsh conditions, the Mongolian
government agreed to the acceptance of a support program with the IMF,
and is addressing structural reform.
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The DPRK belonged to the Eastern Bloc after the Korean War, but
accompanying the demise of the East-West Cold War, the financial aid
from those countries ceased, and the economy fell into an extremely
serious condition. In the ten-year period from 1989 to 1998, real GDP
contracted to two-thirds in scale (Bank of Korea estimates). Within that
period, 1995-1996 was termed the time of the “Arduous March”, with food
shortages due to the impact of flooding, etc. It was to be 1999 when the long
decline finally came to a halt.

Against the backdrop of this serious state of affairs, in 2002 the DPRK
embarked on the economic reforms it termed the “Economic Management
Improvement Measures (7.1 [July 1st] Measures)”. These included: 1)
raising of official prices and devaluation of exchange rates; 2) acceptance
of Farmers Markets and expansion of the space for free trading; and 3)
expansion of the autonomy of enterprises. In the following year, “General
Markets”, including markets for manufactured consumer goods, were
also allowed. However, as these economic reforms took the framework of
a socialist-controlled economy as a prerequisite, there was little economic
invigoration.

Conversely, the expansion of markets raised the vigilance of the
authorities, and the control of markets came to take place from around
2005. Then in 2009, the redenomination of the currency, the closure
of markets and the control of the circulation of foreign currency were
enforced. However, because high inflation occurred immediately after
the redenomination and spurred a shortage of goods, the markets were
reopened and the circulation of foreign currency was allowed once again.

KIM Jong Un aimed at economic development via economic reform,
and in 2012, not long after taking the position of leader, furthered reform,
including setting out the “New Economic Management Improvement
Measures” (6.28 [June 28th] Measures), accepting markets, and
broadening the degree of freedom for managing state-owned enterprises
and cooperative farms. At the Congress of the Workers’ Party of Korea,
held in May 2016 for the first time in 36 years, the DPRK adopted the
“Five-Year Strategy for State Economic Development” (2016-2020), and
in order to improve economic development and the people’s standard
of living, they showed an attitude of tackling with all their strength the
stable supply of electricity and food. On the other hand, in March 2013,
they set out the “Byongjin Line”, the policy of jointly pushing forward
economic development and nuclear armament, carried out four nuclear
tests up to 2017 (a total of six including those under General Secretary
KIM Jong Il), and furthered the development of intercontinental ballistic
missiles (ICBMs). The development of nuclear weapons and missiles was
condemned by international society, and invited strict economic sanctions.
In April 2018, however, before what would be the first ever US-DPRK
summit meeting, the DPRK announced a change in direction in the
future to a new line concentrating all-out effort on economic construction,
rendering the “Byongjin Line” a matter for the history books.
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Changes in the Reciprocal Relationships among the Nations of Northeast Asia
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Looking at the time trends (Figure 2) for the shares of GDP of
trade in goods and services for the countries of Northeast Asia
(excepting the DPRK), although as a trend the degree of these
nations’ dependence on trade has been expanding, it can be
understood that in many countries in recent years there has been
sluggish growth. In China the shares of GDP of exports and imports
rose on a trend together from 1980 to around 2005 and exceeded the
global average, but thereafter, after the Lehman Shock in particular
they decreased greatly, and most recently in 2016 they had fallen to
20%. Japan’s degree of dependence on trade was low from the outset,
and was static from the late 1980s to the beginning of the 2000s, but
from then on, as a trend, it showed a gentle rise. For the ROK, from
the 2000s the shares of GDP of exports and imports rose rapidly,
but from the beginning of the 2010s decreased sharply. Mongolia’s
degree of dependence on trade has been at a high level and gone
through great fluctuations. Russia’s degree of dependence on trade
fluctuated greatly after the commencement of the transition to a
market economy, but its share for exports has been on a downward
trend from the peak around the year 2000, and the share for imports
has shown a gentle and stable downward trend from around 1995.

The time trends (Figure 3) for the degree of dependence on
intraregional trade of the countries of Northeast Asia show trends
which differ depending on the country. Firstly, regarding China, the
degree of dependence on Northeast Asia has been gently decreasing
in terms of both exports and imports. For Japan, the degree of
dependence on Northeast Asia as a whole has been gently rising,
reflecting the fact that China’s weight as a trading partner has
grown rapidly. However, in terms of exports, due to the dependency
on China having fallen from the start of the 2010s, the degree of
dependence on the Northeast Asian region as a whole has also fallen.
For the ROK, Japan’s weight as a trading partner has been on a
downward trend over time, but because China’s weight has rapidly
increased, the degree of dependence on the Northeast Asian region as
a whole has been rising gently in terms of exports, and has remained
relatively stable in terms of imports. The DPRK and Mongolia,
in terms of both exports and imports, exhibit a high degree of
dependence on Northeast Asia. As a trend within that, the DPRK has
been increasing its degree of dependence. Mongolia has also raised its
degree of dependence in terms of exports, but has remained relatively
stable in terms of imports. Russia’s degree of dependence on trade
with the Northeast Asian region was not high until the mid-2000s,
but in recent years it has been rising in both exports and imports, and

most recently in 2016 overtook China’s level.

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Multilateral Economic Cooperation in Northeast Asia
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Comprehensive multilateral cooperation organizations
similar to the European Union (EU) in Europe or the
Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) in
Southeast Asia do not exist in Northeast Asia. Quite to
the contrary, regarding cooperation restricted to specific
areas and issues, there are no frameworks for cooperation
made up only of the six nations of Northeast Asia. That is
to say, some of the countries are not participating, while
countries from other regions are.

Let’s take a look at the situation for the conclusion of
agreements regarding economic cooperation centered
on trade. The members of the World Trade Organization
(WTO) at the time of its formation were only Japan
and the ROK. Subsequently, Mongolia (1997), China
(2001), and Russia (2012) acceded to the WTO, while
the DPRK remained a non-member. Regarding Free
Trade Agreements (FTAs) and Economic Partnership
Agreements (EPAs), only two bilateral agreements
have been concluded: China-ROK (2015) and Japan-
Mongolia (2016). Other than those, official negotiations
are taking place bilaterally between Japan and the ROK
and trilaterally among Japan, China and the ROK. As
multilateral agreements which include countries outside
the region, the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU), in
which Russia participates, was established in 2017, as well
as a Trans-Pacific economic partnership (TPP 11), in
which Japan participates, being signed in 2018, and the
negotiations for a Comprehensive Economic Partnership
in East Asia (CEPEA: a Regional Comprehensive
Economic Partnership or RCEP), in which Japan, China
and the ROK participate, continuing from 2013.

Drawing attention in Northeast Asian multilateral
cooperation from the 1990s has been the Tumen River
Project. The initial concept was the putting in place of a
special economic zone, via the collective management
of the countries concerned, in the lower reaches of the
Tumen River (DPRK name: Tumangang; ROK name:
Duman-gang), which forms the borders of China, the
DPRK, and Russia. In 1995, with the support of the
United Nations Development Programme (UNDP),
the “Tumen River Area Development Coordination
Committee” made up of China, the DPRK, and Russia,
and the “Consultative Commission for the Development
of the Tumen River Economic Development Area and
Northeast Asia”—adding the ROK and Mongolia to
those three countries—were established, and putting
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them together the Tumen Secretariat was set up.
Development in the form of joint management special
economic zones was dropped, and a changeover was
made to a direction promoting the regional development
of each nation while cooperating reciprocally. In 2005, it
was developed and reorganized as the “Greater Tumen
Initiative (GTI)”, expanding the target area from the
lower reaches of the Tumen River to the border areas of
the five nations concerned. Under the GTI, the six areas
of transport, energy, trade facilitation, the environment,
tourism, and agriculture were taken as priority areas
for cooperation, and regional development via policy

coordination among the member countries has been
furthered.
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I extend my heartfelt congratulations on this occasion of the
Economic Research Institute for Northeast Asia (ERINA) reaching
the 25th anniversary of its establishment.

Since it was established in 1993, ERINA has been highly valued at
home and abroad as a “think-and-do tank” for the Northeast Asian
regional economy, vigorously undertaking initiatives on research
into economic trends and activities strengthening economic
cooperation in Northeast Asia with the aim of contributing to
international society, along with contributing to the formation
and development of the Northeast Asia Economic Subregion via
information gathering and research relating to the Northeast Asian
economy, as well as promotion of economic exchange.

Niigata Prefecture hosts three consulates—of the ROK, Russia,
and China—and making maximum use of the strength of having
transportation infrastructure in place, such as airports and ports,
we are currently developing a variety of measures so as to become
an information and exchange hub for all the countries of Northeast
Asia.

I congratulate ERINA, hoping that in the future it raises its
position all the more as a research hub essential to Northeast Asian
economic development, acting as a bridge between Northeast Asia
and Niigata Prefecture and Japanese regional society through
proactively undertaking policy proposals based on research and
provision of information conducive to those policies, along with
further strengthening its Northeast Asian research functions while
utilizing the network of contacts cultivated to date via research,
seminars and international conferences, and exchanges of personnel.
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Congratulations on the 25th anniversary of ERINA’s
establishment.

ERINA, together with forging a multilateral network in a variety
of fields and making proposals toward the formation of an economic
subregion in Northeast Asia, has been contributing to the stability
and development of the region.

Over the past 25 years, the situation in Northeast Asia has
changed greatly. Between Japan and Russia, political and diplomatic
relations have made substantial progress, and business-like and
hands-on cooperation plans are fully underway in many areas
including economics, medicine and urban planning. Moreover,
turning an eye to the situation on the Korean Peninsula, portents of
change can be seen, such as the first-ever summit held between the
leaders of the United States and the DPRK, along with the future
direction of Japan-DPRK relations becoming a major matter of
concern as well. In addition, the framework of “region” itself has
moved forward significantly, such as with the progress of the “Belt
and Road”—the new economic sphere concept which China is
promoting.

Along with the strengthening of its functions as a research hub, I
have the expectation from ERINA of a role of disseminating widely
such changes in the situation and its accumulated knowledge to the
city’s residents, schools and business-affiliated people. Niigata City is
also engaging in international exchange via various channels, but in
order to promote genuine internationalization, it is vital that correct
“knowledge” is shared and that people and goods continue to be
linked organically at every phase.

The necessary proposals and advice in order to raise the quality of
Niigata as a hub are also functions which are asked for from ERINA.
I hope for the exercising of capabilities which continue connecting
to the city residents and the region, widening the circle of trust and
coordination in the Northeast Asian region.
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I extend my heartfelt congratulations on this occasion of the
Economic Research Institute for Northeast Asia reaching the 25th
anniversary of its establishment, and in addition I should like to
express my profound respect for all your efforts to date.

The Northeast Asian region has been increasing its major
presence within the global economy, and the continued deepening
of exchange among the countries in the region, while putting into
use the dynamism of this region, is becoming more important than
ever.

For such economic exchange, it is necessary for regions to
continue developing their own interchange, and not just at the
national level, in order to strive for the invigoration of local
economies.

To that end, in Iwate Prefecture to date we have established
overseas offices in China and the ROK, among others, and along
with making initiatives including the expansion of sales channels
for products from the prefecture, the expansion of the attraction
of tourists from overseas, and support for the development of the
overseas business of firms within the prefecture, we have broadened
exchange with Northeast Asia, via such matters as exhibiting at the
2010 Shanghai Expo.

In such circumstances, in 2018 we also participated in the Japan—
China Prefectural and Provincial Governors Forum which was held
in Sapporo, and deepened regional intergovernmental exchange and
coordination.

In a complex and multifaceted global situation, including
global environmental problems, macroeconomics, and diplomatic
problems, I hope that ERINA in the future also, as a think tank
which represents Japan regarding Northeast Asia, will be yet further
active, including undertaking proactive research and dissemination
of information.

With its vast terrain, abundant workforce, and attractive
consumer markets, not to mention the rapid progress being made
in enhancing its logistics functions, Northeast Asia has tremendous
potential as an economic zone.
