Students will learn about the four tendencies of English
that are frequently used in natural speech by good
speakers of English: stress, rising and falling intonation,
and linking or changing sounds. They will focus on
specific things they can do to better their ability to catch
the meaning when listening. In addition, the same focus
will help support students as they speak—so their speech
will be easier for others to understand.
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Humans spend a third of their lives sleeping. In this class,
we will consider the importance of sleep, and conduct a
small quantitative research surveying how much sleep we
get on average as a group. We will then make a statistical
graph of our survey finding. What can the graph tell us
about the community’ s overall mental health and physical
wellbeing?

Food and Entertainment
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In business settings, food and entertainment are key
conversation topics. The objective of this class is to allow
students to understand, listen and talk about food and
entertainment in a business setting.
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Knowledge of these four tendencies helps us to
understand and be understood, however, they are
not often taught in English classes.
